The cit y com m ission approved t he const ruct ion bids 
for  t he 2022 st reet  Program .

The 2022 st reet  paving/ repair  program  w il l  include t he 
follow ing st reet s: Valley Square Dr ive, Heat herst one 
Cour t , St oneledge Cour t , Sunny Acres Lane, Roselawn 
Dr ive, Mil lst one Cour t , Hom est ead Dr ive, Eureka Dr ive, 
Beech Dr ive, and Honeysuck le Dr ive. In addit ion, work  
w il l  be com plet ed on t he Keavy Dr ive st abil izat ion 
which includes const ruct ion of  a pier  wall and 
reconst ruct ion of  t he road over  t he dam .

The t ot al 2022 const ruct ion cost  w il l  be $759,059 which 
w il l  be t he largest  am ount  ever  com m it t ed t o repaving 
and repair ing st reet s.The const ruct ion cont ract  was 
awarded t o Michels const ruct ion.The work  w il l  begin in 
t he spr ing.

The Taylor  Mil l  Sidewalk  Phase 3 project  is proceeding. 
The updat ed plans were subm it t ed t o KYTC and 

approved on January 10, 2022. The f inal design 
scope of  t he project  was cost  est im at ed and 
addit ional SNK funds was request ed by t he cit y. 
The cit y was awarded an addit ional $84,642 SNK 
funds for  r ight -a way acquisit ion. This addit ional 
m oney br ings t he t ot al SNK funds allot t ed for  
t he project  t o over  $1,328,750, 20% of  which is 
t he responsibil i t y of  t he Cit y. The plans t o 
upgrade Pr ide Park  t ook  a st ep in t he r ight
