Public Works 
As laid out in the January 2020 City Street Repair Plan, the city contracted Bluegrass Paving Company to complete 
milling and paving on Mafred Drive, Allen Court, Sunset Drive, Janet Drive and a parcel paving of High Ridge Drive. 
These jobs have been completed. 
The Taylor Mill Public Works Department has been working on concrete repairs on Lakewood Drive, and are next 
headed to Saddlebrook Drive and Roselawn. Each year the city lays out a specific street repair plan to address the 
needs of all 130 streets in Taylor Mill.  Street repairs are prioritized based on greatest need and funding.   
A very special thanks to Public Works Director Marc Roden, Jerry Jump, Nate Leach, and Tony Hoffman. The City and 
Public Works Department Works very hard to maintain Pride Parkway by cutting grass and picking up litter. Pride 
Parkway is a state highway and the state is responsible for grass cutting. The city does this because the state only cuts 
the parkway twice per year.  
Taylor Mill Police Department 
The Taylor Mill Police Department successfully completed its assessment for CALEA Accreditation on June 8, 2020. All 
department procedures were reviewed, and no issues were found. The CALEA, is an accreditation program that requires 
agencies to comply with state-of-the-art standards in four basic areas: policy and procedures, administration, operations, 
and support services. The department participates in the program to achieve accreditation by verifying the department 
meets professional standards. The department received its initial CALEA award on November 20, 2010. The Taylor Mill 
Police Department is one of only three departments in Kentucky that have the International Law Enforcement 
Accreditation.  This is one of the reasons why Taylor Mill was voted the 7

th
 safest City in Kentucky.  Special thanks to
